BLOCK OF THE MONTH

All block of the months for the Guild year 2013-2014 have been taken off the Quilter's Cache web site. 

When you go to the link you will see the instructions in colour and at the end of the instructions there are samples of other colour combinations done by her friends.   As you progress from one block to the next you will build on your skills.  Enjoy

September:  www.quilterscache.com/N/NinePatchBlock.html 
This block is 12 inches finished (that means it will measure 12 1/2 inches) & uses 2 colours.

October: www.quilterscache.com/N/NinePatchVariationBlock.html 
This is also 12 inches but uses 3 colours.

November: www.quilterscache.com/P/PennsylvaniaBlcok.html 
This is also 12 inches, 2 colours but has some "fussy cutting"

This is also 12 inches and uses 2 or 3 colours.

January: www.quilterscache.com/P/PITC3Block.html 
This is also a 12 inch block.  Make sure you are looking at Puss in the Corner 3.

February: www.quilterscache.com/N/1941NinePatchBlock.html 
This is a 9 inch block in 2 colours. You can add a 1 3/4 inch strip around each side or convert the squares as follows.  Colour 1 cut 1 - 4 1/2 inch square, cut 4 - 2 1/2 x 4 1/2 inch rectangles and 8 - 2 1/2 inch squares.  From Colour 2 you need to cut 4 - 4 1/2 inch squares and 4 - 2 1/2 x 4 1/2 inch rectangles.

This makes an 18 inch square.  This one you can figure out yourself as the 4 blocks will be like the corner blocks of last month (4 1/2 inches square).  The smaller squares will be 1 7/8 inches like the centre square in the block from October, The colours will be different but you can use the same technique.  You can do it!

This is a 12 inch block and challenge is do you want to use 2,3 or 4 colours.  It works up nice no matter how many you use.

This is a 10 inch block with 3 colours.  This block I enlarged by making the outside border strips to 3 1/2 inches wide instead of 2 1/2.  You still have to centre the appliqué in the corners but the size doesn't need to be enlarged unless you want to.

May is the last block of the month for the 2013 -14 Guild year.  I hope you enjoyed the journey.  Remember not all 9 patch blocks look the same and it is a very easy block to enlarge or decrease to make it fit what you want. I look forward to seeing your finished quilt for the Quilt Show in 2015 if not sooner.
